Artists, their
families and friends are encouraged to attend. The public is also invited to attend.

e Wednesday, November 1, 2017 (12-4pm) and Thursday, November 2, 2017 (12-4pm): Artwork Removal - All
work must be picked up on dates listed.
***VERY IMPORTANT NOTE: As a bonus for the Artoberfest show, artists are invited to leave one (1) work of art through
the month of November. The one piece from each artist will be part of an exhibit to be held in the Warehouse, while the
travel exhibit for the American Watercolor Society will be on display in the front galleries. Artists should indicate on the
registration form which of their pieces they wish to remain on exhibit for the month of November. A great opportunity and
bonus to have your work seen by even more patrons and be a part of the “downtown Mooresville arts weekend” with the
opening weekend for the AWS exhibit and the Arts at the Mill Festival! Final removal will be Friday, December 1, 2017 (12-
4pm) and Saturday, December 2, 2017 (10am-2pm).
***IMPORTANT NOTE: If you are unable to arrange for your work to be dropped off or picked up on the designated

dates, you must contact the Chairperson or Mooresville Arts Gallery to make other arrangements. Works not picked up
within 30 days will become the property of Mooresville Arts Gallery.

NOTE:Photography and digital art will be deferred to a separate competitio n and should not be submitted for this show.

ENTRY FEE:

$30 MA Members in good standing (limit of 3 works) $45 Non-Members (limit of 3 works). Membership is welcome,
starting at $45 a year. (Checks should be made out to Mooresville Artist Guild).

ELIGIBILITY:

Artists 18 years of age or older may submit up to a total of three entries. The work must be original in execution by the
artist and in conceptand composition All Fine Art entries acceptedin any medium (with the exception of photography and digital
art). Work produced from other artists’ photographs, advertisements, websites, art books, other artists’ works,
commercial or mass-produced mold or patterns as well as artwork created in a workshop or class or under the direction
of an instructor is not allowed for entry. Work should have been completed after September 1, 2015 and not entered in
any previously judged or juried show sponsored by Mooresville Arts.

SIZE AND OTHER LIMITATIONS:

Each entry should be signed, have a title and not exceed 60” in any direction including frame. All hanging pieces must
be dry— no wet paint, WIRED AND READY FOR HANGING in sturdy frames. Gallery-wrapped canvases are also accepted
as long as the sides are 1 2 inches or greater and they are painted, and wired for hanging. NO SAW TOOTH HANGERS.
Please have all work prepared for hanging before submission Artists should be able to carry their own work into the
Gallery. Mooresville Arts Gallery reserves the right to limit entries deemed inappropriate, not in good taste, works not
properly prepared for display, or works that require special installation or care. If your work requires special
installation, be prepared with your own tools and help.

SALES:

Please note all submissions to our show will be displayed in our galleries, and if so desired, for sale. Mooresville Arts
Gallery will assess a 30% commission for members and 40% for non-members on all work sold.

LIABILITY:

Mooresville Arts Gallery will do everything possible to keep each piece safe. However, submission of an entry is at the
artist’s own risk.
